Marnita’s Table Announces First Catalyst Sponsor for Annual Fundraising Event

Carl Goldstein, Executive Director of Marnita’s Table, today announced that the first Catalyst Sponsor has stepped up with a $10,000 donation for FOOD SHELTER CLOTHING: Start the Conversation, the annual fundraiser for Marnita’s Table. 

Marnita’s Table – the world’s first social capital incubator – seeks to make Intentional Social Interaction the new pattern for society where people of color, the disenfranchised, the poor, and the unheard (the “other”) are automatically included and valued at the policy-making and resource-sharing table. 

The anonymous sponsors, who have been Table supporters for several years, made their donation on behalf of Aeon, which creates and sustains quality affordable homes that strengthen lives and communities.

FOOD SHELTER CLOTHING takes place on November 5, 2011 from 7-11 p.m. at St. Mary’s Greek Orthodox Church in Uptown Minneapolis. More than 400 revelers of all ages will enjoy three incredible cross-cultural feasts featuring haute street foods from around the world, a wine bar, and a smoothie bar, then move on to dessert and dancing lead by the youth of Collective Change. 

FOOD SHELTER CLOTHING will bring together community leaders engaged in providing and selling food, shelter and clothing for an engaged & catalytic conversation that benefits the entire community. Marnita Schroedl, Social Capitalist and founder of Marnita’s Table, said: “By bringing three stakeholder communities together for one conversation, we’ll enable people to get out of their silos to connect, learn and collaborate.”

Aeon President and CEO Alan Arthur said: “We’re grateful to the donors for this opportunity to bring our message about the importance of affordable housing to a new audience.” Aeon is a nonprofit developer, owner, and manager of high-quality apartments and homes in the Twin Cities area. For the past 25 years, Aeon has built or renovated 1,934 apartments and townhomes, which provide stability to more than 3,000 people each year – including individuals and families with low to moderate incomes and formerly homeless individuals. 

In its almost six years of operation, Marnita’s Table has brought together thousands of people for hundreds of Intentional Social Interactions around a host of issues that matter in our everyday lives. Marnita’s Table has become expert at bringing policy makers and community leaders together with those whose lives are impacted by the policies being made. Although our work is regularly spoken of as “innovative” and “transformational,”
we are proudest of the fact that it is most often called “effective.”
